IV.       TIME AND PLACE OF THE START 
The Run will be held on 18.11.2012 (Sunday). 
Start at 12.00 – Bełchatów, Dąbrowskiego Street (“Energy” Sports Hall) 
 
V. ORGANIZATIONAL OFFICE 
1. The Organizational Office will be located in “Energy” Sports Hall, Dąbrowskiego  

Street 11. 
2. The Organizational Office will function at the day of the Run (18.11.2012), in the 

hours 8:00 – 16:00. 
 
VI.  THE ROUTE 
1. The Run will be held at a distance of 15 km on the route with asphalt surface. 
2. There will be checkpoints resided on the route. The checkpoint service will draw up 

the start numbers of each competitor, who will shorten his route. This competitors will 
be disqualified.  

3. Each competitor has a time limit, which amount 2,5 hour. 
4. There will be refresh points on the route every 5 km. 

 
VII.  PARTICIPATION 
1. A right to participate in the Run have persons, who will end 18 years till the 

18.11.2012. 
2. Each competitor is obliged to verify himself at the Organizational Office on 

18.11.2012, in hours 8:00 – 11:00. While the verification competitors must have an ID 
or passport control the day of birth and citizenship.  

3. While the verification there will be needed a medical certificate about no 
contraindication to take part in the Run, or put signature under a declaration about an 
ability to take part in the Run. (legal basis: Regulation of Minister of National 
Education from 12.09.2001r. Dz. U. Nr 101 poz. 1095). 

4. Medical decisions concerning the continuation of the Run during the event are final 
and irrevocable. 

5. All competitors of the Run apply IAAF and PZLA rules and this regulations.  



6. Locker room with showers, toilets and clothes deposit will be located in “Energy” 
Sports Hall, Dąbrowskiego Street 11. 

7. In the clothes deposit will be accepted competitors private things packed into bags 
supplied by the Organizer during the verification. Giving the bags from the deposit 
will take place upon the presentation of the starting number. If you loose your starting 
number , the Organizer is not responsible for taking the bag by another person. 
Clothes deposit will be open during the day of the Run in the hours 8.00-16.00. 

8. The Organizer is not responsible for valuables things left in the locker room.

4. Verification of the competitors and issuing starter packs will be held at the  
      Organizational Office. 
5. To receive the benefits is to a make personal fee and report to the Organizational 

Office for verification.

1. Individual classifications:

    c) age categories for men and women:

W-30: 30-39 years        M-30: 30-39 years  
W-40: 40-49  years M-40: 40-49 years  
W-50: 50-59 years M-50: 50-59 years  
W-60: 60-69 years M-60: 60-69 years  
W-70: over 70 years M-70: over 70 years 

2. Best of Belchatów (women and men). The classification in this category determines the    
    place of permanent residence on the run day. 
 
XI.  AWARDS 
1. Winners in the individual classification receive cash prizes: 
    a) in the general men classification: I , II, III, IV, V, VI place, 
    b) in the general women classification: I , II, III, IV, V, VI place, 
    c) in the best men from Bełchatów classification: I , II, III, IV, V place, 
    d) in the best women from Bełchatów classification: I, II, III place, 
2. Winners of each age category will receive trophies and certificates. Competitors who  
     win prizes in the general standing will not be awarded in age categories. Prizes go to    
     the next in the order of age categories.  
3. All competitors who complete the Run will receive commemorative medals. 
4. The oldest competitor who completes the Run will receive material prize. 
 
XII. FINANCING RULES 

      1. Organizational costs are covered by the organizers and sponsors. 
      2. Participants of the Run arrive at their own expenses or individuals who have  
          delegate them. 
      3.  In the entry fee participants receive: 
           a) the start number, 
           b) bag for clothing to the deposit clothing, 
           c)  water on the route and isotonic drink at the finish, 
           d) a hot meal, 
           e) a commemorative gift. 
       
      XIII. FINAL PROVISIONS 

1. The Run will be held regardless of weather conditions. 
2. The Run will be played at the limited traffic. 
3. The Organizer does not provide individual or group insurance for the participants of the  
    Run. 
4. Issues not covered in this regulations and its final interpretation will belong to the          
    Organizer the Run Referee.
